Cowboy hats are one of the most recognizable pieces of apparel in the world.  Don a cowboy hat and the 

mind immediately turns to cattle and horses, open ranges, and the untamed west. 

There are a couple of versions of how the cowboy hat was born.  One version goes back to the early 

1800ôs and the cowboy hat evolving from the Sombrero.  The story goes that cattle herders arriving from 

the East to work on the plains adopted the sombrero and remodeled it into the cowboy hat as it is known 

today.  The term 10 gallon hat was derived from the sombrero measure called the ñgalleonò.  The som-

brero came in sizes ranging from 10 to 30 galleon, 30 being the largest hat.  The eastern English speaking 

cowboys corrupted the galleon to gallon.  The 10 gallon hat was the most popular with American cow-

boys. 

The second version of the invention of the cowboy hat goes to none other than John B. Stetson.  John 

ventured westward due to health problems, looking for drier climates.  During a hunting trip, Stetson was 

showing friends that he could make a hat from fir.  Stetson fashioned a large hat with an enormous brim 

noting that his hat would protect a man from the elements.  The hat worked so well that when Stetson re-

turned to Philadelphia he sold the hat for five dollars and started the Stetson hat company in 1885.  Today 

as 15 decades ago the Stetson is the premier cowboy hat costing as much a $3000.00.  With the prices ad-

justed to todayôs economy the cowboys of 1885 were paying about $1000.00 for their hat
